On Guarapiranga, a Sacred Place of the Church of World Messianity of Brazil: Its
Significance in Proselytization

Some Japanese new religious movements, e.g. Perfect Liberty, World Messianity, Shtikyo Mahikari,
and so forth, are (in) famous for their gigantic sacred places. A common element among these
sacred places is beauty.  Scattering traditional or novel (sometimes bizarre) buildings and structures,
these sacred places appropriate Japanese aesthetics.  Church of World Messianity is a Japanese new
religion which started proselytization in 1955.  The religion established its sacred place
Guarapiranga in the suburb of S&o Paulo in 1995.  Since then numerous people, not only its
followers but also non-Messianity followers, have visited Guarapiranga.  This paper examines the
significance of this gigantic and well-maintained sacred place in propagation and internalization of
the doctrine by the followers.
